Day 1

Your holiday begins in the beautiful city of Cape Town. On arrival at the airport, a representative from African Pathfinder will meet you,
assist you with the hired car and escort you to your first destination — a working wine estate within the greater Cape Town area.

Uitsig is also well located within 20 minutes from the city centre,
the V&A Waterfront as well as a scenic drive to Cape Point.

Day 4

Enjoy a leisurely morning at Constantia Uitsig before packing up and checking out. Today you meander along the coastal road, past
farmlands and vineyards and small wineland towns to the popular Franschhoek Village. Spend 2 days exploring the valley, whilst
staying at the superb Mont Rochelle hotel:

If you're needing a bit of exercise there are
great hiking trails, mountain biking routes and horse-riding offered in the region.

Day 6
